Our most recent 

developments at Pioneer Well Ser-

vices include expanding our pres-

ence into Mississippi and the Eagle 
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At a well servicing site, the blowout 

preventer is the key piece of equipment 

to ensure safety of the crews and the 

wellbore itself.  The exposure to blow-

outs can be significantly reduced by 

performing fairly simple testing proce-

dures to improve BOP’s relia-

bility.  

Pioneer Well Services has long 

been committed to a compre-

hensive maintenance program 

to ensure availability and reli-

ability of our equipment.  That 

includes our double ram blow-

out preventers that we use on 

our workover rigs and rent to 

our customers.  Two years ago 

we acquired trailer mounted 

BOP testing units.  These mo-

bile testing units give us the 

flexibility to test BOPs at Pio-

neer’s or a customer’s location. 

We pressure test each BOP stack to 

5,000 psi on both pipe and blind rams; 

chart record the results for 15 minutes; 

and provide the testing chart to the 

customer.  Additionally, we pressure 

test steel pump lines and band and then 

time stamp them to document testing 

procedures. 

Pioneer Well Services is committed to 

providing our customers with high quali-

ty service and equipment that is relia-

ble and safe.  We test and inspect 

blowout preventers before each job 

and units in our inventory regularly be-

cause it results in superior safety per-

formance, reduced downtime, and im-

proved efficiency that we can deliver 

to our customers.

Over the past year Pioneer Well Ser-

vices has been assisting Denbury Re-

sources in preparing several of Den-

bury’s oil fields in Texas for enhanced 

oil recovery (EOR) project through CO2 

injections.  Denbury estimates that 

CO2 injections can increase oil produc-

tion anywhere between 50-60%.  

Starting in 2001 Denbury undertook a 

CO2 EOR project in depleted oil re-

serves in Mississippi, Louisiana, and 

Texas and is building a CO2 pipeline 

from Mississippi all the way down to 

the Hastings Field, south of Houston.
